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SHRIMAD RAJCAHANDRA





Shrimad rajchandra was born in the Vanik family in a small village named Vavania.  About twenty miles from city Rajkot the state of Saurashtra, on the western coast of India.  He was born on a full moon in 1868.





The birth of a male child who was named Laxminandan was celebrated by his parents Rajivbhai and Devabai.  His name was changed to Rajchandra when he was four years old.  Shrimad had one younger brother named Mansukbhai and four sisters one older and three younger.  They are Siukunuebai, Zabakbai, Manabai, and Jijabai.





He completed his edcucation at age seven on account of his astonishing rememberence and supernatural intelligence.  He could study so fast he taught back to his teacher in greater depth. 


His power of grasping and understanding was so great that it took very little time in studying books.  After he reached the age of thirteen he helped his father by attending the shop.  During his spare time he read books and wrote poems.





After the age of thirteen his supernatural powers increasing rapidly.  He could see the future and the past quite accurately. Shrimad possesed an extrodinary power called Avadhana Shakti. Avdhana means attention.  He could do eight different things at the same time.  He gradually increased it to twelve than sixteen than fifty�two than finally one�hundred.





Shrimad was a poet and had many literary works.  When he was eight he composed a poem which was found without any mistake.  It was said he wrote verses on the Mahabharta and Ramayan when he was nine years old.  When he was twelve he wrote three�hundred stanza's in three days.  Most of his writings are in forms of letters.





Shrimad knew many languages he knew English, Hindi, Sanskrit, and Magadhi.  He was very fond of books.





Very little is known about his family life.  He accepted marrige with Zabakbai the daughter of Popatbhai the elder brother of the renowned Shri Revashanker Jagjiwan Zaveri.  His marrige was celebrated in 1888.





Shrimad's personality was a unanamious opinion who all came in contact with him.  Mahatma Ghandi wrote this about him.  "There was vairagya bhava in him seen in all his actions whether eating, sitting, or sleeping.  I had never seen him infatuated anytime to worldly power of wealth or authority.  He was satisfied with what ever food was available to him.  In dress he was simple, wearing a shirt, coat, dhoti and head�dress and those not to very clean or or ironed.  It was same to him sitting on floor or chair.  He was slow in walking.  There was a lightning flash in his eyes.  There was no impatience he had a round face, thin lips, pointed nose, single body, medium size, slightly dark color and in appearance there was peace and tranquility in carnate." This description fits to one who is a yogi.





Some of Shrimad's writings are Bhavna�Bhoda which was written in 1886.  He wrote the Mokshmala in 1884.  The Mokshmala is one hundred and eight short but instructive lessons.  He wrote this when he was sixteen years and five months old.  Shrimad also wrote the Atma�Siddhi Shastra in 1896.  The shastra had one hundred and fourty�two lines they were simple and easy to


remember.





Shrimad Rajchandra died at the very young age of 32 in Rajkot in 1901.  Shrimad Rajchandra died a great and peaceful man, I think we should always remember him and what he did.
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
